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Launch of new online health information system!











A new web based online health information booking and request system will go live on the 1st September.

Anyone working to improve health in Gateshead, South Tyneside or Sunderland, including NHS staff, local authority staff, voluntary and third sector organisations, private business, GP practices, pharmacies, dental practices will be able to access the system via www.sotw.nhs.uk
All PCT produced patient and public health improvement information as well as national information will be available on the system. 
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The range of resources available to loan for health improvement activities in the community will include:

· Visual display models (e.g. fat chunk, what’s in a unit alcohol bottles/drinks, the jar of tar - tobacco); 
· DVDs; 
· Training packages (e.g. how to run a healthy eating session, smoking activities, quizzes/worksheets etc for all age ranges); and 
· Display equipment.
