PbR benchmarking tool
This tool covers both inpatient and outpatient data, and is based on over 40 separate data quality indicators. The analysis uses indirect standardisation and funnel plots to ensure the process of identifying outliers is as representative and equitable as possible. It allows commissioners and providers to undertake their own investigations, encouraging self-monitoring and helping trusts to identify issues independently of the clinical coding audits. Access to the National Benchmarker is free to the NHS. To gain access you need to go to the website and register for a log-in.
