First "summer smog" of 2009 warning
The warm, sunny, weather across England and Scotland is likely to lead to the first summer smog episode of 2009.

Moderate ozone levels have been recorded over the last few days for much of the UK.  Current weather conditions suggest that ozone concentrations will reach HIGH pollution levels in rural parts of the East, South-East and South Coast of England.  Ozone is expected to reach MODERATE levels across the rest of the United Kingdom.
