6.  Live Help has been permanently switched off as there is no capacity to staff a support desk.

7.  The next stage for the site is to develop message boards and some kind of interactive ‘chat’ facility.  PE to contact Trudy McVittie re progress with Health Visitors as a group.

8.  Terms and Conditions of Use and a Copyright statement ought to be on the site and ideally should be created with legal advice or oversight.  The site is currently hosted by Gateshead GfL who purchased the licence and have responsibility for technical development. There was acknowledgement of the expertise behind the development of content to support the health improvement workforce.

9.  Interest has been shown in the site from external sources e.g. Danny Ruta (Newcastle PCT), a visit from IDeA
